were used for the creation of the SWPPP; (6) that, they are obligated to ensure inspection, reporting, and maintenance requirements occur under the terms of the SWPPP; (7) that, the SWPPP will be imple-
mented as the first element of construction; (8) that, they shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Wahoo, it Members, Officers, Agents and Employees from all claims and demands of every nature and
description growing out of the implementation of the SWPPP, including personal injuries received and all property damage sustained; (9) that, they will retain the services of the designated DESIGNER and
INSPECTOR, to perform all design and inspection duties associated with the SWPPP, though a contractual agreement; and (10) that, corrections of defects and deficiencies in design, construction, inspec-
tion, implementation, and testing shall be without expense to the Clty of Wahoo and its Members, Officers, Agents and Employees and shall be their obligations while acting as APPLICANT.
